· Express their opinions about the book Dracula. 
· Read the text properly. 

	Required Materials:

· White Board: it will be used to write on it some information and to paste on it the word cards.

· Board’s marker: it will be used to write on the board. 

· Cardboard: it will be used for the new vocabulary.

·  Textbook: it will be used to read the text from it and answer the questions.

· Projector: will be used to present the activity (ppt.). 
· Computer: will be used for the activity (puzzle game). 



	Teaching Methodology/Techniques
	Time

	Opening/ Entry Behavior/ Warm up Activity:

After I enter the classroom and get the students quiet, I will greet them. Then, I will review with the students what they’ve learnt about Bram Stoker’s novel: Dracula. I will connect between the last text they've learned with the text I'm going to teach them. 
Step-by-step Procedures/Body
I will paste on the board the new vocabulary (from the text) and ask students to try to guess their meanings. Then, I will give them their meanings and ask them to write the words on their notebooks. 
Then, I will ask students to open their books page 121. I will ask some students to read the text loudly (each student reads one paragraph). 
While reading we will have an activity, which is:

We will play a puzzle game and the students are asked to answer some questions about the text in order to discover the picture that hides behind the puzzle pieces. 
After that, I will ask the students to do Ex. A & B. Then, we will do them together. 
Practice :   ( Controlled Practice and independent  practice)
Controlled practice:

The students will get the chance to share the discussion and to answer some questions about the text. Also, they can participate in the activity. I will observe the pupils progress on reading the text, solving the questions and participating in the lesson.

Independent  practice: 

Students will solve the questions about the text (P.122) individually. 

Evaluation Strategies:

The evaluation will be through the questions and the activity that will be done during the lesson.

Closure:

(Reflect your Objectives/Go Over What Went on in the Lesson)

I will end the lesson by the sentence: "Today we've learned about an excerpt from the book Dracula. In this excerpt, Jonathan Harker is looking for the key so that he can escape from the castle where he is a prisoner". Also, I will review the new vocabulary with the students. And, of course, I will thank the students for their participation.
