	The Basic Course is designed for students who:

· have not completed the  4 or 5 Point English Bagrut Exam and are accepted to the college on condition. 
· are over age 30 and have not studied English previously or have limited proficiency. 

· have scored below the minimum grade on the Psychometric test or the Amir test.
This partially internet course in English for academic purposes (e-learning) has the same as regular course requirements except for the number of full attendance requirement lessons.

Learning through the internet requires the students a great deal of personal commitment and self discipline to perform and submit assignments on time, rather than the regular frontal course. Students should be self-learning from written material, and have the ability to communicate and collaborate via the internet to get the most from the course.
