The e-portfolio for third year students

Third-year students should submit only one portfolio by the end of the first semester. This portfolio should include the following: 

1- Background information about yourself. (anything you can share me, I like to know about you)

2- Descriptive information about the schools you applied in the last two years and this year (compare and contrast everything). 

3- A brief introduction: describe briefly the various parts/chapters of your portfolio. What it contains).
4- All your well designed lesson plans with a well written detailed reflection and professional development on each.
5- Four observations- two teacher observations and two peer observations for the lessons you observed.
6-  One to two page summary of a scientific article. The article has to be taken from a good scientific journal such as Educational Leadership, Educational Research ELT Journal, etc…These journals do exist in the college library.   The summary  should include the following points:

a- A summary of the article: Theory, main themes, major points discussed in  the article, etc…

b- Relevance of the article to your teaching. How it might be beneficial to you. (IMPORTANT)  

c- Conclusions

7- A well-written reflection. It should be no more than two pages long. The reflection should be on your field experience throughout the semester. 
8- Two professional evaluations by your teacher trainer of two of the lessons you taught during the semester (I believe you don't have them but I need something written from your teachers commenting on your lessons –this can be done next school semester on January.) 
***   Everything has to be sent as an e-portfolio, so include the pictures that you used, worksheets and film site addresses, and games you used in the place you used in you in the lesson plan. Or  at the end of each lesson plan.
I need it well designed. Be creative.
