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Course objectives 
This course includes a sequence of practicum experiences designed to link the theory and practice of education and English language. This extended practicum provides students teachers with opportunities to demonstrate that they are capable of assuming the responsibilities expected of a beginning teacher. 
In the first two weeks emphasis is placed on gradual immersion into the school setting. Giving the students an idea about what PDS means. After this acclimatization period, importance is placed on meeting the challenges of an increased teaching load and added responsibilities. 
One half day per week (4 lessons) is dedicated for practicum starting in the beginning of October.
A minimum of twenty days, in the two semesters, are allocated for school visits in which student-teachers have to prepare and teach at least one lesson a day  for a class as a whole.  Having PDS for third year students this year, students are also expected to teach weak- average students chosen by their own teachers and work with them in a private manner. When student-teachers are not teaching, they assist or observe their training-teachers or another student-teacher in the classroom. They may also prepare teaching reflections and update e-portfolios.
Towards the end of the second semester (in May), student-teachers are expected to prepare for and teach a series of 4-5 connected lessons (Mini-unit). 
There will also be weekly sum-up sessions to discuss observations and experiences. 
By the end of practicum, each student-teacher will be able to:
	· Observe and reflect on one’s work

	· Inquire into, clarify and articulate one’s assumptions about the relationship between teaching, learning and subject matter

	· Experiment with, implement and evaluate teaching practices relevant to the needs of the context

	· Understand and mediate the inherent tensions between the demands of the context and one’s own personal beliefs about teaching, learning and subject matter

	· Have adequate frameworks for developing problem-solving skills;

	· Continue to grow professionally and have the tools/skills to direct his/her learning; and develop lessons with clear objectives which students understand.
