I want my students to be able to:

	Objectives (Specific)

I want my students to be able to:

· Speak orally and to express their opinion about the pictures.

· Enable the students to assimilate the correct demonstrative pronouns of the language.

· Demonstrate correct use of singular and plural demonstrative pronouns. 

· Correctly identify and use demonstrative pronouns in English sentences.

	Required Materials:

1. Board: I will use the board to hang some pictures, and to write on it the day and the date, also to write the rules of the demonstrative pronouns.
2. Markers: I will use the marker to write the day and the date and the rules of the demonstrative pronouns.

3. Projector: I will use the projector to show the students a short video about the demonstrative pronouns; also I will present a summary power point presentation for the students about the demonstrative.

4.  Worksheet: I will give the students a worksheet to make sure that all the students understand the lesson very well.

5. Pictures: I will hang some pictures on the board to introduce the subject of our lesson by them.

6. Glue pads: I will use it to hang the pictures on the board.


	Teaching Methodology/Techniques
	Time

	Opening/ Entry Behavior/ Warm up Activity:

Greeting:

Good morning pupils, how are you today? I hope that you are fine.

Let's start with the day and the date, who wants to tell me what's the day today? And what's the date? 
Ok let's start the lesson.

First I will hang some pictures on the board, for example:

Picture A:

 Then I will start asking the pupils the following questions:

1. What do you see in these pictures?

2. What do you think the difference between pictures A+B?
3. What do you think the difference between pictures C+D?

4. What do you think the differences between pictures A+B and pictures C+D?
After that I will tell them that we call these pronouns (THIS+ THOSE+ THAT + THIS) demonstrative pronouns and we use it to point out people or things. We use it for singular and plural and for things that are nearby of farther away. To know more information about the Demonstrative pronouns let's see the power point presentation.
Step-by-step Procedures/Body

Presentation:
· After introducing the subject of our lesson to the pupils I will show them a power point presentation that indicates the definition and the usage of the demonstrative pronouns and some examples to let them understand the subject very well. 

After finishing the presentation I will ask the pupils some questions to know what they understand form it.

The following questions:

1. What are the types of Demonstrative pronouns?

2. When we use each one of them?
            Then I will write the rules of the demonstrative pronouns on the board.
· Therefore, to make sure that all the pupils understand the subject very well I will give them a worksheet that include questions about the demonstrative pronouns and I will explain to them all the questions to make it clear for all the pupils. After they finish we will solve the questions together. 
· To end up the lesson I will show the pupils a short video that review what we have learned in the lesson. And after that I will say to them that the demonstrative pronouns are this, these, that, those and we use them to point for things. This and that we use it to the singular form, those and these for the plural form. That and those for things that are farther away and this and those for the things that are nearby.

· I will give them homework about the demonstrative pronouns, and I will explain the questions for the students.
