After this I will ask the class if they know what we call these  words . if they don’t know I will help them, and write the title on the board. Then I will explain  the possessive pronouns.
Step-by-step Procedures/Body
Presentation:

· After finishing the warm-up activity, I will explain the possessive pronouns through a presentation, where I explain first the definition and then the use of possessive pronouns and illustrate some examples. 
· After that I will give the students this poem:
       I have a toy

       The toy is for me

       It is my toy

       The toy is mine
I will ask different students to read it loudly, after that I will ask them to highlight the words "I" in line one, "me" in line two, "my" in line three and "mine" in line four. They could highlight these words or circle them or write them in colors. any way to show that these words are the focus.
Then I will tell them that the poem has other versions. Let’s change the "I" in line one to "you" and see how the other words that were highlighted change too.

Depending on the level of my students and how fast they can memorize, I will move on to the other versions with "He", "She", "It", "We", "They" .
· After this exercise I will give the students a worksheet. first we are going to read it together and explain the questions, then I will give them 7 min to solve the answers because I will not give them a lot of questions. Then we will answer the questions together.
· I will give the pupils a homework about the possessive pronouns. And I will explain the homework for the pupils.
Practice :   ( Controlled Practice and independent  practice)

We will do the Warm-up activity together and we will solve the worksheet together. 

Independent Practice:

The worksheet will be independent practice; they will solve the questions alone. After they finish we will do it together.
