	Teaching Methodology/Techniques
	Time

	Opening/ Entry Behavior/ Warm up Activity:

Pupils will view pictures contains different conversations in present perfect tense which will help them explore more ideas about the tense being discussed and pupils should guess what's the new tense that they are going to learn.

Step-by-step Procedures/Body

Step #1 - Pupils will view a poster about present perfect, which contains the use of present perfect.  Then, students will view another poster, which contains the different forms of present perfect. After that, we will explain to pupils when and how we use present perfect.

 

Step #2 - will revolve around doing some exercises about present perfect. Pupils will get two pictures; one describes THEN, and the other describes NOW.  Pupils have to write sentences (in present perfect) to describe the changes that happened according to the two pictures. Also, pupils have to do exercise A from a worksheet about present perfect.  

Step #3- we will do the exercises together. We will divide the class into two groups; Group A & group B, and we will play Tic-tac-toe game (X,O game). Each time, one pupil from each group will answer a question, and if he answers it correctly, he will put X or O for his/her group.  

Practice :   ( Controlled Practice and independent practice)
.Controlled practice:

The pupils will get the chance to share the discussion and to answer the questions orally. Also, pupils will participate in the activity.

Independent  practice: 

Pupils will solve the worksheet individually. 

Evaluation Strategies:

The evaluation will be through the activity hold during the lesson and by the questions and exercises we will do in the lesson.

Closure:
We will review the use and the rules of present perfect that we've taught.
