Introduction:

Through the students’ life, they might encounter some negative ideas, thinking, feeling and they need to express themselves successfully. Some students might fail to express themselves because they don’t know how to say negative sentences. So, I decided to teach my students negatives in English and to shed some light on the negative in the present simple tense. Therefore, this lesson plan includes a warm up activity, the body of the lesson and the closure. In addition, it includes some exercises that will help the teacher to evaluate his students and also some quizzes that will make the student to be able to evaluate himself successfully.    
Rationale:
Nowadays, using technology in teaching becomes on of the most helpful and useful tools for the learning process. It helps teachers to teach any topic through differently. Teachers can use technology effectively by making computerized lessons which will help both students and teachers to be engaged in the leering process. Students in general don’t like grammar lessons because they feel bored, But computerized grammar lesson will attract them to learn any topic in English grammar because they get far from the traditional ways of teaching.              
Warm up:
 At first, as a warm up activity, I will hang two pictures and then ask my students about them. I will ask them what you see in these two pictures. My students might answer: “a happy face and a sad face”. My response will be “that’s right, very good, let’s call the happy face Mr., Happy and the sad face Mr. sad. 
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Then, I will ask them “how do you think each face express himself”. Each one of the students will say different answer. Then I will hang another two cards and put each one of them next to its suitable picture. These two cards are:           
Now, I will tell my students our topic for today “I’m going to teach you the negatives in English. At first, we will talk about negatives in general and then we will learn how to make a negative sentence in the present simple. Let’s start...”

According to these two sentences, we see that NOT in the second sentence expresses a negative idea. Negative adverbs like not are used to make negative statements. 
After that I will write some sentences. These sentences are:

· I will not go there                                        - They have not been invented. 
· I am not going there                                     - She has not come.
· I do not go there                                           - I cannot go.
· He does not go there                                     - I do not have a pencil.     
· I did not go there                                          - She does not have a bag. 
After the students read these sentences, I will ask them what can we infer from these sentences, then they will figure out that in order to form a negative sentence we should put a subject, an aux, NOT, base verb.
So, the rule will be as following:


Now, I will tell them that we can write the aux verb with not in different way. For example: 
Contractions of auxiliary verbs with not:  

· Will not – won’t.

· Do not – don’t.

· Does not – doesn’t.

· Did not – didn’t.
After that I will show the students a short video which about how to make negative sentences in English.

Now, after they saw the video and they understood the general rule of the negative sentence, I am going to shed some light on how to make a negative sentence in the present simple.

I will start as the following: 
as we have learned before, in order to form an affirmative sentence in the present simple we should have   

Let’s form affirmative sentences in the present simple:
· Tom likes hamburgers.

· The girl goes to the shoe shop.

· They talk about the weather.

After that I will tell the students that in order to make a negative sentence in the present simple, we have some basic rules:
1) Do / Does + not:

Do or Does are used if there is no other auxiliary verb. After do /does, we use the infinitive verb without to.
For example:

· I do not like pizza.
· They do not go there.
· She does not watch TV in the evening. 
2) Be ( is, am, are) + not:
When be (is, am, are) is the main verb, we make negative forms by putting not after be.
For example:

· I am not happy.

· She is not ready.

· You are not late.

 After that, I will show the students a short video which is about how to make a negative form in the present simple tense.

Now, I will ask the students to turn the sentences below into the negative form, of course they should follow the rules that we have just learned.
To remind you, please look at this:  

· Tom likes hamburgers.

· The girl goes to the shoe shop.

· They talk about the weather.
Their tries will be as following:

· Tom does not like salad.

· The girl does not go to the toy shop.

· They do not talk about politics.
After they practiced how to make negative form in the present simple tense, I will tell them that there is another type for making a negative form in English.

We can use Never to make a negative form. Never means “at no time”,   for example: 

· He is never home.                                        – I have never been to Paris.
· We never talk to him

· It never rains in January.
As we see in these sentences, Never is always placed after BE and auxiliary verbs.

 And for all other verbs, Never is placed in front of the verb.

After I have taught my students how to make a negative form in the present simple I will give them the following exercises::

The points I will review with the students are:
· When we want to write an affirmative sentence in the present simple, we should follow this rule: 

                         Sub + main verb + the rest of the sentence

· When we want to express negative ideas in simple present we should follow this rule:
                     Sub + Aux + NOT + base verb
+ At last, I will bring to them a chart the negative form in the simple present tense
