	Opening/ Entry Behavior/ Warm up Activity:
As an opening activity we will my own version of the hangman game.
In which, I will put 10 lines which present the hidden littlest, but in addition I will add clues students can use it to find up the hidden word.

Step-by-step Procedures/Body
In order to explain the importance of the connectors I will put the following sentence, but I will delete the connectors in it, and I will ask them if they understand anything:

The show started  the chief guest arrived

Then I will put the right sentence, then I will ask them about the difference between the first sentence and the second:
The show started as soon as the chief guest arrived

And I will do the same with the following sentences:

· The dog ran after the rabbit but could not catch him
The dog ran after the rabbit could not catch him.

· Harry is intelligent however he is lazy. He must wake up or he will regret it.
Harry is intelligent he is lazy. He must wake up he will regret it.

Secondly, I will explain the three different types of the connectors, so I am going to define each function as the following, also I am going to provide example to each type:

1. Sentence connectors – they appear at the beginning of each sentence. They connect between sentences or paragraphs, the connecting by be used to add, compare, emphasis, clarify, specify and to order.

Hardy (2000) maintains that synthetic textiles such as polyester can be more ecologically justifiable than natural textiles, since they are produced by eco-efficient processes. Furthermore, he claims that natural fibers are frequently grown and harvested in non-sustainable conditions.

2. Subordinates – they connect between sentences and ideas, it could be used to contrast, add or to compare.
Like Thomas, I also believe that the decision was wrong.

3. Phrase linkers – it is also used to connect between phrases; it helps in completing one idea.

I love my friend despite of her mismanagement of anger. 

I will say to the students that connectors three different functions are close to each other and some exceptions could be made in order to have grammatical sentences. Sometimes, there are no differences between the three usages of the three functions.
In order to instill the connector’s usages of the connectors, the students and I are going to practice them by three worksheets.

1- In the first worksheet, the students have to underline the connectors.

2- In the second one, the students will have to write the suitable connectors.

3- In the last one, will has different types of exercises (underline and writing).  

Presentation:
I am going first to introduce the topic for the students by explain the usage and provide examples/ samples to each type, and after that I am going to give the students worksheets in order to practice the new topic.
