· Can anyone of you tell me what are these three cards have in common? And how they are different?
· When do we use the A? When we do we use the An? When do we use the "THE"?

· Can you give me examples on each one of them?

Step-by-step Procedures/Body

Then , I will give them an explanation about articles:

The 3 articles in English is a, an and the. We divide the articles into two groups: (the- definite article) and ( a, an- indefinite articles). 
The most important first step in choosing the correct article is to categorize the noun as count or none count:

- A count noun is a noun that can have a number in front of it: 1 teacher, 3 books, 76 trombones, 1,000,000 people.

- None count noun is a noun that cannot have a number put in front of it: 1 water, 2 lucks, 10 airs, 21 oils, 39 information. Once you have correctly categorized the noun (using your dictionary if necessary), the following "rules" apply:

A none count nouns
· You cannot say a/an with none count noun.

· You cannot put a number in front of none count noun. (You cannot make none count noun plural.)

· You use none count noun with no article if you mean that thing in general.

· You use the with an none count noun when you are talking about a particular example of that thing.

Count nouns
· You can put a number in front of a count noun. (You can make a count noun plural.)

· You can put both a/an and the in front of a count noun.

· You must put an article** in front of a singular count noun.

· You use a plural count noun with no article if you mean all or any of that thing.

· You usually use a/an with a count noun the first time you say or write that noun.

· You use the with count nouns:

· the second and subsequent times you use the noun in a piece of speech or writing

· when the listener knows what you are referring to (maybe because there is only one of that thing)

· You use an (not a) when the next word (adverb, adjective, noun) starts with a vowel sound.

I will present to the a power point presentation to make the explanation more clear and relevant to them: power point
activity:
